Dear fellow archers,

The State 900 round is fast approaching,
September 13 and 14. Register at the meet
and shoot either day or both. You must
shoot a different style and pay again but
many archers do it. Some shoot at different
sites or at different times at the same site.

The 900 round cancels the club shoot for
both days. That means that the October club
shoot is the last one before the handicapping
takes place. You must have shot two club
shoot to be eligible for the November
Handicap Shoot. There will be five places
given out at the Banquet in February. You
may shoot Saturday or Sunday or half each
day. Every archer will have a handicap
based on his or her average on the year's
club shoots, 80% of the difference between
the average and 560. Those who have been
shooting consistently at the club shoots
must be sure not to miss the November
Handicap Shoot, 10 o'clock starting time.

The State Target Championship 900 round
costs $25 and the shooter must be a member
of NFAA to compete for prizes, but anyone
can shoot it as a guest. NAA shooters must
belong to CBH also.

Hope to see a great crowd at the events.
